�7�R�S���������F�R�P�S�D�Q�\���3�4�]�H�U joined Gilead in producing four novel NASs,
including the licensed COVID-19 vaccine from BioNTech.

Overall, the Top 10 pharma companies were involved in 19 of the year’s NAS 
launches, up from 13 last year, and accounting for roughly the same proportion.

While 2019 saw only���4�Y�H���Q�H�Z���D�J�H�Q�W�V for infectious disease, this shot up to 24 
last year with big contributions from drugs and vaccines against COVID-19

It was a very good year then for both therapeutic areas, which take
58% of the NASs between them.

The US’s grip has loosened slightly, dropping to ���������R�I���Q�H�Z���G�U�X�J�V debuting 
there in 2020 from the 59% seen in the preceding year.
